MANIFEST OF THE PLATFORM FOR A CITIZENSHIP OF RESIDENCE

Two hundred years have passed since the first voice was heard in the streets of Paris shouting  Iguality, Liberty, Fraternity, but in the sXXI Europe there are still different categories of citizens. Those values proclaimed by the french revolutionaries, which are the basement os the democratic system, can be questioned if we bear in mind the situation of legal exclusion in which more than fifteen million of extracommunity residents are in the European Union.
These million of people pay their taxes and colaborate with their jobs to the European prosperity, but their condition of citizen is denied. In one hand they are oblied to fulfil with all the duties of Law that rige all the societies of which they belong, and on the other hand they have no right to any political particiation , this is, to take part directly in the subjects that have to do with their community.
In the pressence of this discrimination, we want to make a call to the European society in general and speacially to the Spanish citizens for them to demand to the Spanish Goverment and the European Institutions to take the necessary measures for their political and social rights to be recognized. Specifically, the Social Rights Organizations that sign this manifest, demand:
1.-In a first step, the rigt to vote and to be elected in municipal and european elections must be recognized, in order to compare their situation to the national residents of the countries of the European Union.

2.-In a second step, this right must be extended to the political participation in autonomical and state elections, in order to look for a conception of citizenship that should be linked to the mere residence not just to a nationality.

3.-The legal obstacles that exist related to the egalitarian rights respect to the other citizens due to the recognition of the state of citizen goes beyond the political rights must be removed; the national residents of non Community countries must have the same chances when looking for an state house, a job, grants and subventions.

4-.The necessary social and legal elements must be articulate for every person to have the right to emigrate or have a  proud life in his homeland in a respectful condition with the Human Rights.
